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Course Description:

Description of graded work
Assignments

Homework – assignments sent home (given daily and recorded weekly)
Classwork – assignments done in class in a group or as independent practice
Chemistry Binder- Organization of assignments, classwork, and labs (checked at the end of each unit and at the end of the semester).  The divider headings should be: class notes, science notebook, labs, assignments, and reference pages.  You must bring your binder to class every day.
Participation- Students will earn 5 participation points each day they come to class on time.  These points will be lost if the student is absent, tardy, breaks a rule, or is not paying attention during the lesson.  Points can be made up during teacher questioning and class activities.

Labs- Labs are done in class and must be made up afterschool if you are absent.  You have 1 tutoring day to make up missed labs.  Lab safety rules must be followed at all times.  Students who break the safety rules repeatedly will not be allowed to do labs and will receive a zero for every lab thereafter

Tests and Quizzes – Tests will be given at the end of each unit.  A study guide will be given for each unit test. Quizzes are given periodically.  At least two day notice will be given before every quiz or test. 
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Rules

1. Come to class on time and prepared to learn.

2. Raise your hand to add to the discussion.

3. Do not get out of your seat without permission. 

4. Keep your hands and negative comments to yourself.

5. No electronic devices in class (this includes cell phones, mp3 players, and earbuds). These will be confiscated upon detection and sent to the office-NO EXCEPTIONS.

6. Students are to remove hats, hoodies, or beanies before entering class.  If I have to ask you to take it off you will lose 5 participation points.  

Consequences

· Students who do not follow a rule will be given a warning and lose their 5 participation points for  the day.  If the student once again breaks a rule in the same day they will be assigned an after school detention.  If the student fails to attend the detention they will be suspended from class the following day and a phone call will be made to the parent or guardian. 

· If a student is defiant or presents a safety hazard to the class they will skip the warning process 

· and be referred to their Assistant Principal.

 Tardy Policy: 
· You are tardy if you are not in your seat and working on the starter when the bell rings.
· Restroom passes can be used to excuse a tardy less than 3 minutes late

· If you are out of passes or later than 3 minutes, you will receive a 60 minute detention 
· If the detention is not served, a second detention for an additional hour will be given
· If the double detention is not served, a class suspension or administrative referral will be given

Restroom Policy: 

· Four passes will be given at the beginning of each semester.  Any unused passes can be used for extra credit at the end of the semester. 
· If you are out of passes, you may serve a 15 minute detention in order to use the restroom

Electronic Devices: 

· All electronics must be completely turned off and put away before entering the classroom.  

· Electronics that are visible, in use, or interrupt class time will be taken to student services and will need to be picked up by a parent. 
Absences: 

· In the event of an excused absence, students have 3 days after the date of the absence to make up any missed work.  If a quiz or test is missed, be prepared to take it the day you return.
· Students are responsible for picking up missed classwork and homework and scheduling makeups.  Each day all handouts are put into the chemistry crate in the front of the classroom.  
· Suspensions- makeup work will not be sent home for suspended students (may attend tutoring)
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Pre-arranged absences for sports or other school related events- work must be gathered by the student prior to the absence and must be turned in the day they return (this includes students who are automatically excused in the attendance system)

Copying: 

· Copied work will receive a zero for all students involved. 
Late Work and Tutoring/Makeup Days: 

· Late assignments, activities, labs, and projects are not accepted. 
· You may make up the assignment in tutoring for 75% credit if the assignment is done completely in tutoring and is done before the end of the unit 
· Late notebook checks can be made up at home for half credit (you do not need to attend tutoring)
· Students may also get help and work on current assignments during tutoring hours
Lab Safety
· Unsafe behavior in the lab may result in injury, detention, referral, or loss of lab privileges
